The Board of Directors conducts
the business of the association. It
meets on the 2nd Wednesday of the
month (except for July & August)
currently meeting at the Retirement
Systems building in St. Paul. The
meetings generally take two to
three hours.

The Board consists of fifteen mem-
bers. Each year five of the board
positions are open for -election,
which occurs at the annual meeting
in May. For the 3 year terms begin-
ning in 2008 current board mem-
bers Gloria Johnson, Robert
Lundahl, Fred Maurer and Dick
Mesenberg are running for reelec-
tion. Member Frank Dowzak has
decided not to seek reelection.

The Nominating Committee is
responsible for the initial aspects of
the election process. This three
member committee (Board mem-
bers Pete Obermeyer, Gene Gere
and John Kuderka) is charged with
reviewing the qualifications of can-
didates and recommending a slate
to the Board of Directors and the
Association membership.

We urge all members to seriously
consider serving on the board. The
topics present challenges. The work
is beneficial and rewarding. The
time requirement is manageable.
And you keep in touch with former
co-workers across the state.

This letter should include:

- a short statement of 100 words or
less regarding your work history

- skills you would bring to the posi-
tion

- what you would like to accomplish.
- Please include your name, street
address, telephone number and E-
mail address (if any) for future con-
tacts with you.

- The deadline for submission is
February 10, 2008

The nominating committee will
review the letters of interest and
names of other potential candi-
dates. The committee will consider
when possible candidates expertise,
geographic representation and
other qualities when recommending
the slate of Board endorsed candi-
dates. The committee will notify all
candidates of the Boards endorse-
ment decisions. Non- endorsed can-
didates will be given the opportuni-
ty to have their name placed on the
annual voting ballot.

Mr. Brooks has
a Bachelor of Science in forestry
from West Virginia University as
well as having done graduate study
in forest pathology. While in
college, he was in the ROTC for two
years. He has a long and broad
background in organization, man-
agement, and budgeting, financial
planning and policy development.
Mr. Brooks served on the MSRS
Board of Directors from 2002-2006.
He was elected as an active General
Plan member. While an MSRS
Board member he advocated for:
stabilizing the Post Fund; eliminat-
ing disparities of post employment
retiree health care benefits; ensur-
ing stability of long term pay
increases for retirees, including
inflation increases above COLAs;
providing post retirement health
care benefits; and was instrumental
in establishing the Health Care
Savings Accounts. In 2006, Mr.
Brooks had to leave the
Board when he
retired from active
state service. At
that time, he
expressed interest
in serving again

COMMITTEE.:

* We participated in the delibera-
tions of the Post Fund Committee
(a joint committee of the MSRS,
TRA, and PERA) in its development
of recommendations on improving
the Post Fund.

e A letter was sent to U.S.
Senators Klobachar and Coleman
urging their support for legislation
already passed in the House
of Representatives which would
authorize Medicare to negotiate
drug prices with the pharmaceutical
companies. Unfortunately, the
Senate has failed to act on this bill
and letters to our U.S. Senators
might prompt them to push for this
important legislation.

e We actively supported legislation
in the Minnesota Legislature
(letters and testimony) to provide a
partial exemption of public retiree
pensions from state income taxes.
* We participated in all hearings of
the Legislative Pensions and
Retirement Commission.

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CONSTITUTION & BY LAW COMMITTEE

Yvonne Ross and Sally Olsen serve on the MRSEA
Constitution & By-Laws Committee. The Committee is
proposing changes in three areas: (1) expanding the mem-
bership eligibility for MRSEA; (2) providing for removal of
Board of Director members; and (3) creating a new By-
Law concerning Sub-Chapter and MRSEA relationships.

The proposed changes, that have been approved by the
MRSEA Board of Directors, have been presented to, and
well received by, Sub-Chapter members at fall meetings.
The new proposals will be sent to all MRSEA members in
the spring newsletter. Members will vote on the proposed
Constitution and By-Law changes at the MRSEA Annual
Meeting in May 2008.
